On Wednesday, Puerto Rico began struggling to recover from a series of earthquakes that have hit the island recently. Governor Wanda Vázquez called a state of emergency on Tuesday after the island’s strongest earthquake in over 100 years.

The earthquakes have shaken the island, killing at least one person, destroying buildings and homes, and leaving about two-thirds of the island without power.

The largest of the earthquakes came before daylight on Tuesday and had a magnitude (震级) of 6.4. That’s the strongest earthquake recorded on the island since 1918.
The center of the earthquake was in the sea just south of Puerto Rico. The areas most strongly affected have been along the southern coast of the island, especially in the cities of Ponce, Guayanilla, Guánica and Yauco.

Several buildings, including at least one church and one school, were destroyed. Many homes were also damaged. As many as 350 people were left homeless. In some areas, patients went outdoors from their hospital beds in case the hospital got damaged.

Tuesday’s big earthquake caused a cut to electrical power all through the island. The power cut was meant to protect the electrical system, but another earthquake damaged an important power plant. So far, about 500,000 customers have got power back, but around a million are still without electricity. Around 300,000 homes were left without drinking water.

Puerto Rico’s governor, Wanda Vázquez has declared a state of emergency. This allows the island to release emergency money and request money and help from the US.

On Tuesday night, hundreds of people in southern Puerto Rico chose to sleep outside so they wouldn’t be caught in a collapsing (倒塌的) house if more earthquakes came. The island has been shaken by hundreds of smaller earthquakes since December 28, 2019. Several of those earthquakes had a magnitude of 5 or more.

Large earthquakes are usually followed later by smaller quakes known as “aftershocks”. For many people in Puerto Rico, over the last ten days, it has felt like the ground is almost always shaking.

Driven by her passion for providing quality healthcare, a Latvian (拉脱维亚) woman has won over the hearts of the elderly living in the nursing home she manages in Shanghai.
As the director of the Jiufeng nursing home in Liantang, Qingpu district, Anastasija Puzankova’s main responsibilities include managing the nursing staff, attending internal training and so on.

Seeing as she can communicate fluently with her colleagues in Mandarin (普通话), there was no need for her to even pick up the local dialect. But driven by the desire to understand her residents better, she spent a year learning the dialect.
“I had always wondered how the elderly were getting along with others, or if they were well cared for. I realized that I could better serve them and understand their concerns if I spoke their dialect,” says the 35-year-old, who also speaks Russian, English, Latvian, French and Spanish. “The elderly people need more care and attention than we think. We have to try our best to make them happy and feel at home.”

When family visits and group activities were stopped temporarily during the coronavirus outbreak, Puzankova started purchasing vegetable seeds and growing them in the field near the nursing home so that the residents can observe the plants growing from their windows. She throws monthly birthday parties for the elderly and creates a festive mood in the home for some traditional festivals. What’s more, she also frequently organizes handicraft classes and activities to inspire the minds of the residents.

Puzankova says although the pace of life in Shanghai is speeding up, working with the elderly acts as a reminder of the importance of slowing down and looking after one’s family and health.

Looking ahead to the future, the Latvian is planning to offer her services to more seniors in the surrounding areas, especially those with mental problems.

“I simply like communicating with people, understanding their personalities and offering help when they are in need. Making an elderly person happy isn’t hard. It just takes a little time, love and thought.”

London: Background music is bad for your health, campaigners have claimed, as they told Britain’s National Health Service (NHS) to reject suggestions to play more pop songs.

Crusaders (改革者) for quiet have written to Matt Hancock, the Health Secretary, insisting no more “noise” is put into public areas in UK hospitals.
Peers and doctors had advised the Department of Health and Social Care to pay for a full licence to allow NHS trusts to play pop hits in sickrooms and waiting rooms in an attempt to cheer up staff and patients.

Pipedown campaigners have urged Hancock to reject the proposals and preserve silence in hospitals, claiming unwanted noise reduced personal freedom and raised levels of stress. 

In a letter to the minister, the Pipedown Campaign for Freedom from Piped Music stated: “Music when unwanted — especially when it cannot be stopped or escaped — too often simply becomes noise. And all noise damages human health, both physical and mental. It raises blood pressure, weakens the immune system (免疫系统) and increases the production of stress hormones (荷尔蒙). The health of patients should surely be given more importance than the interests of the music industry.”
Dr Julia Jones, a campaigner who signed a petition (请愿书) in favor of pop music, said: “There is so much evidence to show the beneficial effects of music on the brain, and we’re denying that to healthcare professionals.”
Pipedown campaigners led by Nigel Rodgers have countered the claims, arguing that unwelcome music is nothing more than noise that serves to finally cause stress to those forced to listen to it.

“As Florence Nightingale long ago pointed out, ‘unnecessary noise is the most cruel abuse (虐待) of care which can be harmful to either the sick or the well’.”Rodgers said it could be cruel to play pop hits for uninterested patients who may be unable to move away from the noise.
